RULES 100, etc.

Rules and Regulations form the foundation of many aspects of onsite and decentralized systems in many states and provinces.  Because of the expected variability, this series of courses will be developed on a very basic level to allow entities to tailor the curses to a specific region, state or locality.  Lower-level RULES courses would focus upon basic codified issues (definitions, application procedures, site evaluation parameters and installation requirements) and higher-level courses would address legal issues (rights-of way, multi-party permitting, appeals procedures, enforcement actions and contracts).

RULES 100: Local rules and regulations (Cross-listed as TECH 103)

There are no national rules for on-site technologies.  Hence local rules at the state, province, county, or town or township level will vary substantially for each political jurisdiction.  This 1-day short course provides a comprehensive introduction to the local code, structure of the rules and requirements of the enabling legislation.  As a result, this course is to be developed locally so as to provide guidance not only on the code, but also on how it is to be interpreted in that area.

RULES 200:  National Rules and Regulations


There are many national regulations that have a bearing on on-site wastewater on the local and state level.  These regulations are administered by many different agencies at the federal level. This 1-day short course provides a comprehensive introduction to the federal agencies and regulations that may require consideration by practitioners and the public during the project planning and implementation phase of onsite wastewater systems.  Parts of the course would, by necessity, have to be developed on the local level.
